Lineage— This
isthe amount paid to the bowling center for games bowled by the
league and pay for league record service. League lineage prices
vary depending upon thetype of league (i.e. youth, senior citizen,
non-senior adult) and thetime when the league bowls (i.e. daytime
or evening). Prize Fund — If theleague’'smembership, at its
organi zational meeting, choosesto create an end-of -season prize
fund for cash distributions, adinner, or some other purpose, this
amount will be prorated and will beincluded in each bowler’s
weekly fee. Secretarial Fee— Thisisasmall fee paid tothe
league secretary for doing the administrative work for the league.
