< Itisaviolation of Kansas law to bring on to or take out of these premises any alcoholic beverage (premises includes parking lot.)
No one under 21 years of age will be allowed to consume alcoholic beverages. Two pieces of identification required.

< WE serve great food and ice cold beverages at reasonable prices. Please...DO NOT BRING IN YOUR OWN FOOD (McDonalds,
Arby’s, or personal) OR BEVERAGES into Gage Bowl.

< We ask that you refrain from sitting on the counters, tables, ball racks, and chair backs.

< Running in the building is a danger to everyone. We are particularly concerned for the safety of small children who may be unaware
of the potential problem. Please help us prevent accidents. We ask that parents take responsibility for their own children.

< Open bowlerswill be selected carefully to bowl next to the league. Please understand that all of our lanes are available to the public
during business hours.

Bowls for their achievement. Limit one award per bowler for the bowling season.

Bowlers Must Pay for All Scheduled L eague Matches
A. Leagues receive free roll-offs.
B. House must receive 2 weeks notice of bowler or team withdrawal before any allowances can be made regarding league bowling
fees.
C. All league fees must be paid on the scheduled bowling night. We cannot charge bowling.

Sarting Time
A. Thelanes will be turned on 10 minutes prior to your scheduled bowling time for practice. Please start your league at its
scheduled time.

Fun/Treat Nights
A. No food or beverages shall be brought on premises without management approval.

Check Cashing Policy

A. No two-party checks or out-of-town checks.

B. Leaguebowlersmay cash checksup to $50.00. Checksmay be cashed for alarger amount but must be okayed by management.
All checks okayed by management must show name, address, residence and business phone numbers, and the league they
bowl. Please do not ask counter personnel to violate this rule.
If you write a check for league fees, please make the check payable to Gage Center Bowl or Gage Bowl North.
We require the name of your league on your check in the lower left-hand “memo” space. Occasionally, you may be asked for
further identification.
Returned check charge (insufficient funds) will be $30.00 per check.
AnATM is provided for your convenience. Please take advantage of it for your personal cash needs.
